Feast of Tabernacles


Sal-OM! Welcome everyone, everywhere…


Let us join our energies quietly for a few moments, sit back comfortably, close your eyes and, realize the Oneness…

All thanks to the Father.

SEVEN is the number of mystics.(Thoth, Holiest 1, Tab18) 

Noah was a Mystic.  Even when God commanded Noah, who brought the lst seal, 

 We read in Thoth, Holiest 1, Tab.21,23


 “And the Lord said unto Noah, come thou and all thy house into the ark; for thee have I seen righteous before me in this generation.”  (Genesis 7:1)

“Noah was a righteous and perfect man.  “Of every clean beast thou shalt take to thee by sevens, the male and his female: and of beasts that are not clean by two, the male and his female” (Genesis 7:2)

“We can see here that God is concerned even for the unclean beasts because their existence is also necessary for creation.  They are a part of the evolutionary process.”

“ From clean animals, seven pairs or fourteen singles were taken, because the new generation also ate meat (Gen.9:3), so they be consumed while sheltered but at least leave two (a male and a female) alive.  Also some extra were necessary for sacrifice after the flood”(8:20) 

“Of fowls also of the air by sevens, the male and the female; to keep seed alive upon the face of all the earth” (Genesis 7:3)

and, Tab.23:

“The teachings of Noah to the new generation and his example, became the base for the religion of the new human.  Later on the essence of these teachings was preserved as the base of the religions of humanity and spread all throughout the earth.”

This year we are celebrating The Feast of Tabernacles for the 15th year.  We have completed two cycles of Seven Years Each…..Seven, symbolizing The Seven Seals of The Greatest Sign and The Eternal Divine Path.  It has been prophesized that Seven truths would come to humanity.


The Greatest Sign, which is called the Shrii Shrii Para Maha Yantra, explains all the realities behind this universe, creation, history, destiny of man, and clarifies the confusion between the different religions. 


The Greatest Sign reveals the Essence of The Eternal Divine Path, which leads to Divinity.


When you look at The Greatest Sign(point) you will see the I-Ching, which represents the dual nature of all things, as positive (Satva) and negative (Tama) in the universe.  It also represents the spiritual powers in the universe.


It is explained in Thoth, (The Holiest of the Holies), in The Essence, Tablet 6, vs 12 through 14…..


“The I-Ching sign represents a unit consciousness.  There is a dot in the middle of the I-Ching which represents the unit creative force (mind) of each unit consciousness.  Each unit consciousness now is under the control of the Father through the Universal Mind, (Spirit of God).”


“It should be noted that the I-Ching sign is shown in a horizontal position. The horizontal line indicates passivity (still under the influence of the tama guna) or not being awakened.  This horizontal symbol can be compared to a person lying down….it is a pose of  passivity, and most probably he will fall asleep.”


In a Satsang of October 10, 1990, Maitreya explains…”The I-Ching is representative of the Mystical Paths on earth, ….any mystical path like, Hinduism, Buddhism, Mystical Christianity, Caballah in the Jewish Religion, Sufism in Islam, or any religions or study that relates to the Mystical understanding”


“All of them really seek to realize the relationship between man and God.  The basis of every Mystical Path and every Mystical Teaching is, “What is the place of man in the universe?”  What is the relationship between man and God?”  And because God is infinite, you can look at Him from many different angles.  That is why explaining this relationship and God is, never ending…it is infinite.”



“ If you’re in a sphere and you look at the center, you can see it from infinite angles, and explain the center from your point of view (where you are in any moment)…It depends on where you are standing in that sphere.  When you look at the center, you see that center differently from each angle”…..”That’s why we see these mystical people have different experiences with God.  But, with all of them, God is indescribable.  They are trying to describe something is indescribable.”


What is a Mystic?….A Mystic is someone who meditates, or has a personal relationship or experience with God.  He is someone who awakens his spiritual forces.  He is someone who has a really deep faith.  


So as we can see there are many mystics in the world,….because each religion has a mystical path.


The Far East Philosophies are called Mystical Paths because they have so many aspects in them.  


Many of the mystics have experienced the ecstasy of God…and have siddhis… 

In the Glossary of Thoth, Siddhis are described as “power”.

“Siddhi means power.  By overcoming the mundane propensities of each psychic center (chakra) different powers can be gained.  In a sense these powers are a boon for our work toward perfection.  In another sense, they are a test to see how we use our acquired boon.  If we use them for selfish reasons, either they will be taken away from us, or they will become a trap and an obstacle in further spiritual development.”

What are some of the examples of how a siddhi can become a trap or an obstacle on our path?  (audience participation)

(escapists; psychics, fortune tellers, etc. people drawing people to themselves instead of God.)

“That is why the goal of spiritual practices and progress should not be to gain siddhis, because they can result in regression or become a trap in the Path.   However, if a siddhi is gained in the process it should be used to help others in the path, with the ideation that it is not ours, but we are only channels (submission)”

“If a power is gained and is misused, and a person or persons are hurt, learn the lesson and do not misuse your powers anymore, or if a power if gained and you do not know what to do with it, just give it up and give it back to the universe until you are ready for it.”

“Spiritual practices to gain powers (siddhis) indeed are of a very low level of consciousness.  The Goal of spiritual practices is to be(come) Divine, which is to create wisdom, compassion, and become free and one with the Father and the Holy Ghost(The Mother)”.

So, contemplation, meditation, concentration, all the things that help you to awaken your spiritual forces, help to create a happy mind.  When we can see things clearly, it can bring a joy within.  We then can begin to see that there is a peace, available within oneself…..

When one remains with this state of mind, they can experience this higher state of consciousness…and, then, begin to awaken their spiritual forces…

So, this lst seal, of The Greatest Sign, The Eternal Divine Path, not only brings you peace within,(p e a c e) it is the first piece,(p I e c e )  of the Whole.  It is the beginning of the path to Pure Consciousness.  

“And Noah builded an altar unto the Lord, and took of every clean beast and of every clean fowl, and burnt offerings on the altar.”  Genesis 8:20

In Thoth, The Holiest l, Tablet 23, The Far East Philosophies—Mystical Paths,  it is explained that,

 “The new generation started to build altars and offer burnt offerings to the Lord.  This new generation lost its direct contact with God.  However, Noah, still had this direct relationship with God,  he set a symbolic example for the other humans of sacrificing.  These teachings of Noah to the new generation and his example, became the base for the religion of the new human.  Later on the essence of these teachings was preserved as the base of the religions of humanity and spread all throughout the earth.  This is the base of most of the Mystical Paths, existing.  Eventually some of these teachings were written down as the Vedas.  In their refined form they became the Vedanta.”

“In the Far East, from this knowledge combined with many other discoveries and absorption of many parts from other religions, a body of knowledge was formed to which all religions of the Far East and the Mystical Paths in other religions are related.”  

In the Glossary of Thoth, Far East Philosophy refers….”to all the understanding which have come from the Far East about the relationship of man and the universe, and the Laws which govern them”….”Also it refers to the exercises, techniques and practices which enable man to awaken and control spiritual forces in the physical, mental and spiritual levels..”

“As it is explained in the first seal in The Greatest Sign, these philosophies and practices are to awaken the latent spiritual forces and understanding in the physical, mental and spiritual levels. This covers all mystical and psychological teachings all over the world.  To know Laws such as karma, reincarnation, samskara, or the other teachings such as Maya, three gunas, yoga, Sufism, mystical Christianity, and mystical Judaism, etc, and the philosophies such as in the Vedantas, Upanishads, and many spiritual stories from the Far East or other parts of the world about these related subjects, will help in better understanding the rest of the teachings of The Greatest Sign. “

“Therefore, although a general term of Far East Philosophies has been given to them, it is a much broader body of knowledge.  We can say that any philosophy, practice or technique which helps a person to become attuned to his or her own spirit and to realize its oneness with the universe as a part of the whole, can be considered as a part of the awakening of the spiritual forces. “


Maitreya encourages us always to “read the scriptures”.  And, in Thoth, He has brought them to a clearer understanding…he has clarified in The Greatest Sign and explained in Thoth, how all the scriptures come from One God.  Although, many of the scriptures have been changed to suit the people who have interpreted them according to their own consciousness, (egos)  no scriptures, or words of God, can be interpreted by anyone, other than  His Son.  ….

Who is His Son?  God’s son, is The Messiah…

Who is a Messiah?    In the Glossary of Thoth, a Messiah is described…

 “ The Savior, the one who comes to the earth to further human progress toward their goal and their understanding of God.  He comes at a time when many have reached higher consciousness and the old teachings lose their validity or have been badly distorted, or when confusion (“cloud”) has overcome human understanding.  Then, the Messiah brings ”the new wine (spiritual wine, nectar of realization)”

This realization is again on earth…Maitreya, The Messiah is here.

There was a teaching of Buddha where  ” he picks up a handful of leaves and asks, “Are there more leaves in the forest, or in my hand”?…to which the people replied, of course, “there were more in the forest”…

Buddha then said, “What I am teaching you, is the amount in my hand--just the essentials”….”enough to liberate your suffering”….

He also said, “Birth is suffering”…(BbB)

When Buddha said, “enough to liberate your suffering”, wasn’t he referring to the suffering of the ego?  Obviously there is a suffering in the physical birth, once the body comes into existence…But real suffering arises, through the birth of the ego, the values related to ones self..

In the Buddhist teaching, meditation, and other spiritual practices such as chanting, prayer, etc. is used..

But, again, listen to what Buddha was telling his followers…”What I am teaching you is the amount in my hand. Just the essentials.”…….

So, The teachings of the Mystical Path, The First Seal of the Greatest Sign, can be thought of, as a “handful of leaves”.  But there is more. As there are more leaves in the forest, so there is more teaching to understand through The Greatest Sign.  


It is ok to want something to change…according to God’s prophecies and laws. It is beautiful to meditate and be one with the One, but if we just stop there and are not actively involved in helping to create the world that allows and directs man to return to God,(Pure Consciousness)  or not  to be actively engaged in helping to create an environment where God comes first, then we could become escapists.  If one assumed the position that enlightenment involves just being with whatever is there, just the way it is, and not wanting it to be another way, (as deep meditation might make us feel),we become escapists. If it is not according to God’s way or laws then we have a spiritual duty to ourselves and the world to create that world that God has prophesied will come.  

 In The Lord’s Prayer in the New Testament,  It says, “Thy Kingdom come, Thy will be done…..not my will be done….                    

In Thoth, Holiest l, Tablet 19, vs 21, we read, 

“ This body is given to us for a purpose.  For example, when we feel pain we know something is wrong.  In the same way, when everyone becomes lost and does not know what to do in life, then man should know there is something wrong with his laws and  way of living.”

“When man finally sees that throughout all of history he has suffered by following his false ego, then he will realize the shortcoming of his own laws and surrender to the Universal Laws, no matter how bad they look to his ego.  Only by following the Daharma of everything can we be happy.  No matter how much we intellectually argue, it will not help to bring happiness to humanity.  Only following the Laws of God will bring everlasting happiness and peace.”


“ Daharma (Darma) means innate nature. Any subject in this world has a nature, even this universe itself has a nature.  Also as the subjects become more complicated, (they will become multi-natured (they will have more than one Daharma or Darma)”  (Glossary of Thoth…)”These Daharmas should be viewed as Laws set up for each subject to follow.  If a subject follows his or her nature, it will be in harmony with the Universal Laws.  If he or she does not follow his or her nature, disharmony will be created which will result in confusion and unhappiness.”  These natures or Darmas can be understood by deep observation, meditation, and concentration.  Also most of them are revealed by God though His Prophets (if you understand them)..When all things follow their Darmas, then the Kingdom Of Heaven within and without can be established!” 

What is Karma?  Karma is Action! Lets look a little closer at the word karma.  Many people relate the word karma, as a negative, such as bad karma.  However karma can be good or bad.


This is what the Glossary of Thoth says about  Karma …“any action creates a reaction, which remains in the Universe. Bad actions create bad reactions, and the person should pay for them.  Good actions create good reactions and a person should be rewarded for those actions.  The reactions remaining in the unconscious mind (universal mind) are called samskaras. They are one of the bases for determining the Law of Reincarnation in order that these samskaras are paid off.  But reincarnation is more complicated than only this.”

“The Law of Karma has been devised, in a sense, for each unit consciousness to learn the Laws of the Universe, learn the lessons and progress.  When the lessons that should have been learned through these actions and reactions (lessons) are learned, the samskara (the result of the action) will be dissolved.  True repentance is the acknowledgment that the lesson is learned, and the mistakes will not be repeated!  

“Until the lesson is learned completely, a repetitive pattern will continue in a person’s life until he or she creates enough awareness to realize the reason behind these patterns of sufferings, and breaks it by not making the same mistake again.”

So, if One truly wants to know God…they will come to know themselves first, by awakening their spiritual forces.  They will be following the path of the mystic by knowing themselves, …..they will begin the path of The First Seal.

And in Thoth, Maitreya(GIWH) tells us that “this state is called by different names, such as samhadi, nirvana, union with God, etc. .they are all referring to the same thing, which we call Pure Consciousness.  (God in transcended form).  This state of consciousness is the goal of a mystical path – to be(come) in the Image of God.”
